RULES FOR APPEARING IN UNIVERSITY EXAMINATIONS

1. To be eligible to appear in the Terminal University Examinations, the students of all the classes
must obtain 25% of the aggregate marks in the house Examinations to be held in
October/March.

2. A special test, for all those students who fail fulfill the conditions of house Examination, may be
arranged by the Principal with nominal exam fee in which he/she will have to secure atleast
35% marks in aggregate.

3. If a student is unable to appear in October/March exam either due to official matches or
camps or cultural activities, he/she will be permitted to appear in the special exam without any
fee with the permission of the principal.

4. The marks obtained in special test will not be counted for internal assessment except where the
candidate could not take the test due to official matches, camps, cultural, activities or
hospitalization.

5. If o student falls ill during exams days, it shall be mandatory to submit an application along
with medical certificate by an M.B.B.S doctor during exam days only. Any reason other than
this, during the exam days, shall not be entertoined. However, no leave will be granted during
special exam.

6. fa student does not appear in the exam for any reason, he/she shall be marked absent and
internal assessment will be sent as zero.

ATTENDANCE RULES

1. To be eligible fo appear the Annual University Examination, a student must have attended not
less than 75% of the total lectures delivered in theory and tutorials/practicals separately in each
subject during the course of study. The lectures shall be counted till the commencement of
preparatory holidays.

2. The condonation of shortage of lectures cannot be claimed as a matter of right. However the

Principal moy condone a shortage of lectures/tutorials particulars delivered for valid reason as

per University rules.

No condonation of absence is permissible on medical grounds.

This concession will be only for those students who fulfill the conditions of minimum marks in

the house examinations.

5. If o student remains absent from a class for more than six consecutive days his/her name may
be struck off the college and he/she may be re-admitted with the permission of the Principal
and with the recommendation of the concerned subjects teachers within 15 days. If the name
of the same students is struck off again, he/she not be readmitted.

LEAVE RULES

1. Itis compulsory for the student to be present in the classes, functions, parades and
playgrounds.

2. Leave for three days may be sanctioned by the tutor and for upto six days by the chief tutor.
Sanction of the Principal is required for a leave for more than six days.

3. It is mandatory to submit a medical certificate from a qualified doctor for sick leave for more
than one week.

4. Fine for absence will not be remitted.

HOUSE ACTIVITY SELECTION PROCEDURE

COLLEGE LIBRARY

Our college prides itself on its extensive library, housing a collection of over 50
thousand books. To ensure optimal utilization of this resource, the following rules must
be observed:

Vi
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Books can be borrowed from the library for a period of 14 days. A fine of Rupee
1 per book per day will be levied for overdue books.

Undergraduate students may borrow up to 4 books at a time, while
postgraduate students may borrow up fo 5 books.

In case of loss, defacement, or damage to a book, the student must either replace
the book or pay double its cost. For rare or difficult-to-replace books, the price
will be determined by the librarian and the Principal.

The librarian reserves the right to recall any issued book at any time.

. Upon admission, students will receive identity and library cards, which they are

responsible for when borrowing books.
Silence and discipline must be maintained within the library premises.

. Outside readers must seek permission from the Principal to become members of

the college library.

Students can borrow prescribed textbooks in Punjabi, Hindi, and English by
depositing their identity cards. However, these books must be returned on the
same day.

Postgraduate students are eligible to borrow magazines and journals from the
college library as per regulations.

10. Photocopies of important articles can be obtained by students at nominal

Needy and deserving students have access to the book bank, where they can obtain
books for the entire academic year. Recommendations from tutors, along with
permission from the Principal, facilitate access to this resource.

Students can borrow old editions of magazines for a duration of
one day.



CODE OF CONDUCT /\

The College does not aim at merely stuffing the minds of the scholars with facts 9. and figures. Its

objective, on the other hand is to mould them into fine and disciplined citizens of the motherland.
Therefore the college lays exceptional 10. emphasis on the maintenance of discipline. The students are
advised to make it a habit fo lead a life of discipline in the college and at home; this will ensure them
success and distinction in their future career.

The students should be courteous in their dealing with one another and with the employees of
the college. Let your love, thought and action embrace fellow beings. They should use dignified
language while talking or addressing others.

The students should oftend the college classes regularly and be punctual in all college
functions. Punctuality is to success what roots are to a tree.

Students reaching the college earlier should not gather in front of the class rooms or in
verandas. They should avoid making noise near the classroom or college office.

Movements from one class to another should invariably be orderly, disciplined and dignified. At
the end of a period the students going to a class room should stand quietly in queue on the side
of the entrance till the students already occupying the room completely vacate it.

In vacant periods, the students should go to the reading room or library and utilise their time in
the study of magazine, periodicals and newspapers. They should not stand near the class room
or in the verandas and create unnecessary noise as it disturbs the teaching work in nearby class
rooms.

Inside the classes perfect discipline and order must be maintained and the instructions of the
teacher should be strictly carried out. Any misbehavior in the class room is tantamount to
misconduct and the students must maintain the sanctity and decorum expected of good
scholars.

The students should show proper respect to the Principal and the teachers in and outside the
class rooms and should carry out their instructions with sincerity.

The student shall come down from their cycles/scooters at the main gate and place the cycle
scooters properly with the caretaker.

Students are not allowed to park their vehicle in any unauthorised places.

. Smoking/playing cards/drinking alcohol and use of any other intoxicants is except in the

parking on payment of nominal charges. not permitted on the college campus.

. The students should cultivate the queue habit while they go to see the principal, to pay dues in

the account office, to get the books issued from the library, etc.

. The college property should in no way be tampered with or disfigured as this property belongs: 1

to you. The defacing of walls with pencil marks or ink is strictly prohibited, Theft, forggﬂ?,
vandalism or damage of any type of college property will not be permitted under any
circumstances and the student involved shall be severely punished.

. Quarrels and disputes with fellow students are to be avoided. In case of a dispute, the students

should not take the law in their own hands but they should report it to the principal/tutor
immediately.
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. The students are expected to come to college dressed in simple clothes. Tight cloths, sleeveless

shirts, omaments or use of cosmetics are not permitted. A students is liable to disciplinary action
if he/she is having hippie, mushroom hair cuts, trimming beard, ear rings any other ornaments
and not participating in celebrations of social religious functions.

. The student found guilty of infringement of the above rules and misconduct shall be punished in

the form of heavy fines or even expulsion from the college depending on the nature of the guilt.
All concessions and stipends granted to such defaulters will be withdrawn automatically.

. The students are not allowed to collect money from their fellow students/staff for any purpose

what so ever. They are also not allowed to hold any meeting/function of any kind without the
written permission from the principal. Any violation to this effect will lead to immediate
expulsion from the college and other drastic action.

. All the students are advised not to travel by Truck/Tractor-Trolly and other unauthorized

vehicles. It may be dangerous for life.
